Code of Conduct
The leadership of our wrestling program is focused on building a stronger program to promote this great sport. The facility we utilize for our practices and tournaments are located at the high school, please show respect. Our number one goal is to promote and financially support our organization and the sport of Wrestling. Parents are required to pay an AAU and/or USA membership fee and any entrance fees at the tournament sites.
Our Club wrestlers are from the ages of kindergarten through twelfth grade. 
Wrestlers Code of Conduct 

All wrestlers will follow all rules and regulations established by the North Port Youth Wrestling Club. 

1. The North Port Youth Wrestling Club is the guest of North Port High School and any school where tournaments and meets are held. Respect all property accordingly.

2. Violation of this code of conduct will result in disciplinary action by the coaching staff, up to and including dismissal from the team.

3. Any school or law enforcement punishment will be upheld by our club. (i.e.; a child suspended from school, will also be suspended from the program for the same amount of time.) 

4. Any unlawful actions will be reported to the proper authorities and are grounds for dismissal from the program.

5. No wrestler is to possess and/or be under the influence of drugs or alcoholic beverages at any time. 

6. Wrestlers are not allowed to use tobacco or have it in their possession. 

7. Wrestlers are not to be disruptive during practice, meets, or tournaments. 

8. No wrestler is to physically or verbally abuse any Coach, Parent, Fan or fellow wrestler. 

9. Wrestlers must listen to and follow the directions of all coaches. 

10. At all times, wrestlers must conduct themselves in a mature sportsmanlike manner.

                 o No unsportsmanlike yelling or cheering. 

                 o Win or lose, wrestlers must shake hands and respect their opponent. 

                  o Wrestlers will not throw objects of any type, including headgear during a tournament 

Parents Code of Conduct 
All parents will follow all rules and regulations established by the North Port Youth Wrestling Club. 

1. No parent or fan is to possess drugs or alcoholic beverages at practices or tournaments. 

2. No parent is to physically or verbally abuse another Parent, Fan, Coach, Wrestler or Referee. 

3. All parents are to conduct themselves in a sportsman like manner: 

4. All parents and Fans are to refrain from using profane or abusive language with anyone connected with a club function.

5. Please see that your child is picked up at the designated time after practice.

6. Please explain to your child that the equipment is the property of the club/ high school. Keep equipment clean and presentable at all times. Any missing or damaged equipment is the responsibility of the parents. 

7. Please see that your child has their uniform, headgear, shoes, entry fee and lunch or lunch    money while traveling.

8. Please remember that this program is for our youth, but in no way is it to be used as an excuse for unfinished homework. Explain this to your child so he/she can plan his/her time wisely. 

9. Parents are responsible for any family members attending a club function. 

10. Parents must sign this Code of conduct, & Registration. 

 Coaches Code of Conduct
 Coaches will follow all rules and regulations established by, North Port Youth Wrestling Club. 

1. Coaches are NOT paid, this is a volunteer program.
 2. Coaches will not criticize wrestlers in front of spectators but will reserve constructive criticism for the appropriate time. 

3. Coaches will accept the decisions of officials as being final and called to the best of their ability. 

4. Coaches will not criticize an opposing team, its wrestlers, coaches, or fans by word of mouth or by gestures. 

5. There is to be NO use of tobacco (of any kind), alcohol, or drugs during a Club Function. 

6. Coaches should emphasize that good athletes strive to be good students and citizens.
7. Coaches will not permit or encourage "sweating down" tactics or fasting to enable a wrestler to make weight.

8. Coaches will rule on the side of safety during injury timeouts.

9. Coaches will not end practice early or later than scheduled time.

10. Coaches will not leave athletes unattended during practices or tournaments.

Violation of the clubs code of conduct may ultimately result in expulsion from the club.
